POLICY FOR RELEASING CADETS FROM SCHOOL:
1) Cadets will only be released to a parent/guardian listed on the Student Data Card competed at the beginning of each school year.
2) Cadets MUST be signed out in the main office by the parent/guardian.
3) In the event of a medical emergency please refer to the procedure below.
In case of an emergency and/or need of medical or hospital care:
The school will call home. If there is no answer, the school will call the parent/guardian’s (1st) or parent /guardian’s (2nd) place of employment. IF no answer, the school will call the OTHER telephone numbers listed and the hospital. If none of the above answer, the school will call an ambulance, if necessary, to transport the cadet to a local medical facility. Based upon the medical judgment of the attending physician, the cadet may be admitted to a local medical facility. The school will continue to call the parents/guardians or OTHER numbers listed until one is reached. The school nurse or an administrator will remain with the cadet until a parent/guardian arrives at the facility.

*Cadets may be released early from school for approved reasons with   written permission signed by the parent. The request must be presented to the main office and verified by the secretary prior to dismissal.

*Cadets  ARE NOT released to individuals other than their parent /guardian.
